Keep in mind that the evaluators will be working
from a copy that will have only an identification code. They will not know who the applicant is.

Y ou may choose to submit only the forms included here, or to supplement them with additional documents.
Each evaluator will apply his own measure of importance to the various information elements submitted. There
are no strict rules or guidelines that they must follow. Some may consider academics to be the most important
element, while others may attach more value to other aspects. It’s up to them. They vote independently, and
may not even know who the other members of the committee are. Thisis done to avoid any conflicts and undue
duress.

There will be two scholarships: one to a graduating high school senior, another to a current higher education
under-graduate student. The scholarship is open to anyone attending any higher education institution, including
community colleges and trade schools.

Remember thedeadline! It can sneak up on you. The application can be submitted at any time. Y ou need
not wait until the last minute. The deadlinefor 2010 is Sunday, May 2. L ate applicationswill not be
considered.
